(10m?), a garage (16m?) and a detached lean-to (90m?) for storing farm equipment. The

potential of these outbuildings will delight gite owners, craftsmen and professionals.

The roof is tiled and the construction is traditional. Heating and hot water are provided by a
combined oil-fired boiler, plus a hot water tank and a fireplace with wood burner. There is
glass wool insulation and PVC double-glazed windows. Sewerage is via an all-water tank that

complies with standards.

This former farmhouse is in a quiet location and is equipped for people with reduced mobility
(PRM). The garden is planted with trees and includes two orchards, a meadow with a stream, a

well and, not far away, a wood.

Tournay is 5 minutes from schools, the TGV train station and the motorway, 20 minutes from
Lannemezan and a golf course, 25 minutes from Tarbes, Bagneres de Bigorre, golf courses and

thermal baths, 1 hour from Spain and the ski slopes, 2 hours from Biarritz and 2 and a half



hours from the Mediterranean.
